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PLEA Project Information Leaflet
The Prison Legal Education & Assistance (PLEA) is a project run out of Monash-Oakleigh Legal Service, funded by the Victoria Law foundation, which provides court readiness education to people held on remand.

PLEA runs monthly seminars on a range of topics, including:

· How to get the most out of your lawyer

· What goes on during the criminal trial process

· How to prepare yourself for going to court

· How do judges decide what sentence to give

· What you can do to take control of your case

These seminars run for one hour, and are presented by law student volunteers. After the seminar, a one hour workshop is run by an experienced facilitator exploring the experience in court and what you should be aware of. 

PLEA also creates a number of checklists/fact sheets about the criminal justice system, specifically listing what you can do before going to court to assist your case.
