STATEMENT OF PURPOSES

The purposes of the Association are:

1. To provide a free and readily accessible legal service to people in necessitous circumstances and who qualify under the service’s eligibility criteria who live in the Municipalities of Coburg and Brunswick and to such other person as the service may from time to time decide.

2. To provide a free and readily accessible financial counseling service to people in necessitous circumstances and who qualify under the service’s eligibility criteria who live in the Municipalities of Coburg and Brunswick and to such other person as the service may from time to time decide.

3. To participate in and provide free legal and consumer financial education in the community.

4. To participate in and involve person in the community in the recognition, understanding and solution of their own legal, financial, economic and related problems.

5. To participate in and practice preventative law.

6. To initiate and participate in law reform.

7. To initiate and participate in social and economic reforms that promote social and economic justice.

These purposes do not limit any other powers which the Association may have under the Associations Incorporation Act 1981 (Vic).  
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
