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Doors Open at Legal Service 

Victoria’s newest and long awaited Community Legal Service will officially open the doors of its Epping Plaza office early next month. 

The service funded by the state government will open on June 1 and will provide legal advice, referral and education to people who live, work or study in the city of Whittlesea. 

Belinda Lo, the Service’s principal solicitor said that the Service stands as a result of a long campaign started by local people in this community after they had realised that there was a desperate need for local people to have access to a free legal service. 

“It is a credit to the countless dedicated people put in a great deal of time and effort to ensuring this centre is here”, she said.

Community Information Whittlesea will manage the service and is respected as one of Whittlesea’s most important community groups.

Located at shop 111 of the Plaza, people will be able to access the service by appointment during the day and without an appointment at a future night service.  The Service hopes to start up a Night Service with legal and non-legal volunteers soon.
